Ken Garry representative of the Middleton School Board and Andrea Bowden School Board Chair. Ken starts by stating there have been a lot of people asking about when the school is getting built, so he is here to let the Board of Selectmen know what is currently happening so they will be able to inform the townspeople. Currently the new school is through the design process.  Inside has another design team designing the electrical system, heating and air conditioning, fire protection system. It is currently at a 60% design completion. Once that is about 90% it will go into construction design.  The floor plan and layout is complete. Ken recently received the proposal for Geo tech services.  One key component for all of this is the NFPA which ties in with the Fire Department. The architect will send out an email to all involved to which Sam Morrill (Fire Chief) will reply with the needs of the fire department. J. Hotchkiss asked if there was a timeline for Sam to respond to the architect. Ken hopes that the Board of Selectmen would not have to act as intermediary now that the architect has Sam’s contact. Ken is looking for the architect to take care of it. Ken reached out to Sam to get the ball rolling, and now it should happen automatically. There should be a response within 7-10 days.  J. Bailey asked if there was a better way for departments to communicate within the town. He suggested town email for all. Currently the only ones who do not have town email is the School District.  Sam suggested a group email to be set up. Ken Garry suggested the town set up an email within the town for the school for better communication. Laura will look into setting that up. For now Sam would like everyone to use the Hotmail email for communication.
